1. Organization of the championship

3. Participation

The right to participate have all members of CMAS.

Contestants upon verification need to provide:

· membership card of a fishing club

· fishing permit

· doctor's assurance of health

Underaged contestants must provide parent's or guardians permit in writing.

4. Enlisting

Contestants can enlist until 05. May 2016. by e-mail: nuic.igor@gmail.com, klisej@yahoo.com, or by phone: 00385913334625, 0038598881158.

There is no entry fee.

One team consists of at least two (2), and maximum three (3) members.

5. Fishing zone

Championship will be held in Dugi otok and Molat archipelago. The map of the zone is accompanied to this rules.

6. Championship duration

Contestants hunt for six (6) hours.

7. Zone reconnaissance

Official reconnaissance of the hunting zone lasts from 30.04.2016. until 05.05.2016. During that period contestants are not allowed to have a speargun on board. Those who are found with speargun on board will be disqualified.

8. Equipment

Each contestant is obliged to have a signal buoy tied to his weight belt.

9. Boats

Ogranizer provides tender and other fast on duty boats.

Contestants provide their own boats. If they don't have their own, boats can be reserved on these contacts:

Contestants are obliged to make the reservations themselves and pay for the boat and the fuel.

Conditions are valid only for the day of the championship.

10. Scoring

Minimum weight for fish is 400g, and maximum is 12.500g. For groupers minimum is 3000g. Premium for fish is 400 points. Venison is counted if they have at least 2500g, with 1500 points, with no weight points. Each species is awarded with 1000 points.

Maximum number of fish of one species is ten (10) per contestant, and five (5) specimens of venison. If contestant reaches number of ten specimens of a certain species, he gets additional 1000 points. During weighing, Mediteranean rules will be applied, meaning that the catch is valid if he meets minimum size and weight there listed. During the championship, contestants must keep caught fish in a cool place with ice to preserve the fishes freshnes. Caught fish will be controlled eith the torimeter. Complete weight of the catch of each contestant is counted.

11. Responsibility

Organizer, including all individuals who participate in the championship and the organization of it, discard any responsibility and compensation for damages which can be the outcome of this championship.

Each of the contestants is obliged to sign Declaration of responsibility.
